Agriculture has changed dramatically in the last few decades. Food and fibre 

productivity has increased due to new technologies, mechanisation and enhanced 

chemical use. Although these changes have had many positive effects and reduced 

many risks in farming, there has been many problems also. Prominent among these 
are top soil depletion, groundwater contamination, the decline of family farms. 
continued neglect of living and working conditions for farm labourers, increasing 
cost of production and the disintegration of economic and social conditions in 
rural communities.

Figures estimate that around 15 people are killed each 

year due to base jumping. BASE jumpers have always leapt from the Golden 

Gate Bridge, the Eiffel tower and the empire state building. People who try this 

sport almost always end up getting arrested because it is illicit and some don't 

even live long enough to get incarcerated.
